Con struction Updates

SR 306 & Templeview Sewer Projects

Construction of the SR 306 sewer was
completed just in time for the new
Holden Universi ty Center building to
connect . Buildings in downtown Kirtland
will be connecting to the sewer over the
next year.

Tibbetts Road

Tibbetts Road has been resurfaced,
from Rt. 6 to the Chesterland border,
and improveme nts were made to the
drainage . The Ohio Public Works
Commission awarded the Ci  ty of

Kirtland a grant of $ 199,500 toward the
cost of these improvements.

Snow Plowing Reminder Snow Parking Ban

As we approach winter, please remember that
depositing snow on streets is strictly prohibited by City
of Kirtland Ordinance  8412.06.

Our city plows work hard to keep your streets safe.
Please help them by reme mbering that thereisa snow
parking ban whenever the snow exceeds two inches

during a period of 24 hours or less.

The intent of this ordinance is to eliminate hazards
created by leaving ridges of snow in the street,
creating sight hazards with large piles of snow, and
blocking ditches which impedes the normal flow of
water.
